Minutes
The Minutes of the previous Annual General Meeting, held on 3rd March 2010 were proposed by Dr Ray Hobbs and seconded by Mr Mark Knight.  
2. 
Annual Report

The chairman reported that this was his second report for his term as chair and he was happy to report a successful year although some challenges around events had been experienced.
The chairman reported membership numbers were currently at 173 Individual Members and 28 Corporate Members and reminded attendees that membership for the OES was considerably low in price and friends and colleagues with an interest in Offshore Engineering should be encouraged to join.

It was reported that seven presentations took place from March 2010 with Peter Cassidy’s presentation on Ignorance of the Law is no Defence through to Neil Glover’s presentation in February 2011 on History of Offshore Structures in the North Sea.  The chairman explained that OES strives to produce a full and interesting programme of events for the year.  It was noted that the event on Marine Anchors for Offshore Oil and Gas Applications in October was very interesting and had been held on a ship at the Honourable Company of Master Mariners Hall.  OES had also co-sponsored many events including one with BGA on Deep Water Pipe-soil Interaction in October.

The chairman reported that changes to the committee would take place, Chantal Manco had resigned to go travelling but it was hoped that she would re-join the committee on her return as she had been a great help working on the website.  Philip Smedley had also resigned and thanks were expressed to him as he had been a great support to the committee in his time with OES.  It was reported that Ray Hobbs and Tony Barber’s terms had come to an end and so two elected positions on the committee had become available.  

The chairman explained the benefits of becoming a member included receiving access to presentations on the website following events, receiving CPD certificates, priority for event attendance to members, receiving early notice of events and opportunities to network.
The objectives for 2011 were to put in place a comprehensive and wide ranging programme of presentations, maintain links with other professional bodies, rejuvenate the East of Scotland Branch, hold an Introductory Event for Students and Graduates and establish links with overseas organisations.
The committee expressed thanks to the members of the society for their support over the past year and that comments and contributions provide valuable feedback to the society and are very welcome.  Thanks were also given to the presenters of the past years events and that the Society had been very lucky to hold such a wide range of high quality presentations.

Finance
The accounts were presented (see Appendix 1) and no comments were raised.  Dr. Ray Hobbs proposed accepting the accounts.  This was seconded by Mr Tony Barber.
It was reported that the surplus was healthy and that the subscription rate for 2012 would not be increased, the society does not seek to make money but does require a small surplus to cover any eventualities.  The chairman explained that the subscription rate had experienced less than a 50% increase over the past 10 years.
